A maximum of 105 horses, of which 35 of 6 years old in the CCI* and 70 of 7 years old in the CCI**
without steeple chase, will be allowed to run.

Number of horses of the inviting nation: 6 for the CCI* and 10 for the CCI**
Maximum number of horses per NF: 3 for the CCI* and 5 for the CCI**
Maximum number of horses per rider: 2

Case of excessive entries:

In case of excessive entries (more than 105 horses), the ballot system will be based on FEI World
Eventing Rider Rankings, and in the limit of the quota of horse per nation, to be determined on the
date of the nominative entries.

All qualifying events must be achieved as a combination.

The deadline for obtaining Qualifying Results is 4 weeks before the 1% Dressage day of the
Championship (18 September 2008).
